2012 is starting off with promise, we have contractors

designated for two large scale sites one the CPV 800
Meg peaker plant in Desert Hot Springs (M.J. Electric)
5 members on site already, the second plant is the
Desert Sunlight Solar field located at Desert Center
(Elemental Electric). Both projects will start with small

crews between 15 to 45 combinations of apprentices
and journeymen wiremen. In March both projects are

expected to build up to 120 on the crews.

Rosendin Electric is starting a 6 Meg solar ground
mount system in Desert Hot Springs that will take
between 30 to 45 members on its crew. This project
will use a mix of some CE-CWs with Apprentices and
Journeymen as it is a private project. Morrow Meadows
is working on the Parking structure near the Fox
Theater in Riverside and will be doing the remodel on

Raincross Convention Center in Riverside. Greggchoices to our members on where to work this

Electric is working on tilt-ups in the Perris area as well
as two school projects in Rancho Mirage and Palm
Desert. Baker Electric is doing the solar installations for
Hemet Unified School District. Daniels is picking up
jobs in various areas. RIS is finishing up the high
school in Alvord district. RCCD will be putting a few
more projects out to bid in early 2012 under the PLA.
There are several other projects bidding that our
contractors are going after so 2012 is starting off much
better than 2011. Traffic signal division is holding their
own in the bidding process. Pacific Electric Lighting &

Sound, dba/W.B. Walton has a few projects both in
the desert and western Riverside County.

I want to thank all our members for participating in
supporting members when they are down. Thank
you for coming out to rallies on short notice to help
get projects through the City and County approval
process, helping our organizing campaign by salting
the few projects that went to the non -union shops
instead of our signatory contractors. Thank you to
all the volunteers that helped by working on the

sporting clay event, and cooking at various
meetings.
